Mark Cohen- an unsuccessful filmmaker whose girlfriend recently dumped him 
for another woman 
Vocal- tenor  Dance- must be able to move well 
 
Roger Davis- a struggling songwriter who is HIV positive and recently out of rehab 
Vocal- tenor/high tenor; rock sound preferred  Dance- very minimal 
 
Mimi Marquez- an exotic dancer who is HIV positive 
Vocal- mezzo soprano with some belting   Dance- heavy  
 
Angel Dumott Schunard- a gay drag queen percussionist with AIDS 
Vocal- high tenor  Dance- heavy; must be able to move comfortably in heels 
 
Tom Collins- a gay philosophy professor and anarchist with AIDS 
Vocal- baritone Dance- minimal 
 
Maureen Johnson- a bisexual performance artist 
Vocal- mezzo soprano with a high belt  Dance- minimal 
 
Joanne Jefferson- a lawyer, who is a lesbian  
Vocal- alto/mezzo soprano; must be able to belt Dance- medium 
 
Benjamin 'Benny' Coffin III- the building’s landlord and a former roommate of 
Roger, Mark, Collins, and Maureen 
Vocal- baritone/tenor  Dance- minimal 
 
Ensemble Roles (7-12)- Ensemble members must be strong actors as well as 
singers as they will play multiple roles throughout the show. All ensemble roles 
have their own solo pieces. Ensemble members must be able to move well.
